Anyone who watches television shows like CSI: Crime Scene Investigation will be familiar with DNA
fingerprinting’s importance in modern crime-solving. The day-to-day work of police detectives, crime
scene investigators, and forensic technicians may not be as glamorous as it appears on television; nor
can blood, saliva, hair, or skin samples be collected, analyzed, and matched to a suspect in 45
minutes.
